I am writing in my capacity as General Counsel for J M Smith Corporation d/b/a Smith 
Drug Company ("Smith Drug"), a pharmaceutical wholesaler based in Spartanburg, South 
Carolina, in support of the pending motions seeking final approval of the proposed settlement 
and an attorneys' fee award for Class Counsel in the above-captioned litigation. 

Smith Drug is a class member in the above-described case, and I understand that it will 
have a claim to recovery out of the Settlement Fund in this case. Class Counsel has informed 
Smith Drug of the facts and circumstances of the case, including the timing of this settlement at 
the start of a three-week trial and the resulting jury verdict in favor of the non-settling 
defendants.
